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A Coming Election: Politically or Ecclesially

With the coming of Spring 2019, signs of renewal have appeared, both in a political sense with the anticipation of the next Federal Election and in an ecclesial sense with the election of adult catechumens. 

But what is meant by the election of catechumens? The Internet defines the word “election” as the selection by voters of a candidate as a representative, or a chosen group of representatives, deemed capable of managing on their behalf the rules allowing people in society to better live together. In the context of a Christian faith journey, the election of a catechumen is made by God and the bishop’s role is to make it official.

On March 10, Bishop Lionel Gendron, on behalf of the Church, called Audrée, Maxim, Olympe, Moise and Emmanuelle, who, due to their disposition that makes them fit to take part, were judged that they were ready to receive the sacraments of Christian initiation at the next Easter Vigil, on Holy Saturday. To enlighten the Bishop, through what they expressed in their letters and what he heard in the testimony of the godparents and Catechumenal Leaders who accompanied them on their journey of faith, he became aware of their desire to follow Jesus Christ:

Jesus Christ has transformed my life and I feel a strong desire to know him better;

Becoming a member of the great Christian family will finally allow me to receive the Eucharist and thus fully live the Mystery of our Redemption;

God is my source of life, Jesus Christ my way and the Holy Spirit my inner voice;

Bishop Gendron will preside over the celebration of the Easter Vigil on Saturday, April 20 at 8 p.m. in the Saint-Antoine-de-Padoue Co-cathedral in Longueuil and will confer the sacraments of Christian initiation on the five elected catechumens.

May Easter be an opportunity for each and every one of us 

To renew the faith and hope of our baptism
